grip	of	his.	So,	naturally,	he	takes	me	with	him.
The	impact	is	painful.
Riden	gets	to	his	feet	quickly,	yanking	me	up	with	him.	Then	he	shoves	me

into	a	corner	so	I	have	nowhere	to	run.	He	rakes	his	deep	brown	eyes	down	and
up,	 regarding	 me	 with	 curiosity.	 I’m	 something	 new.	 A	 project,	 perhaps.	 An
assignment	from	his	captain.	He	must	learn	the	best	way	to	deal	with	me.

While	he	watches	me,	I	wonder	what	it	is	he	gathers	from	my	face	and	stance.
My	 role	 is	 the	 part	 of	 the	 distressed	 and	 exasperated	 prisoner,	 but	 even	when
playing	a	part,	pieces	of	a	person’s	true	self	can	sneak	through	the	cracks.	The
trick	 is	 controlling	 which	 part	 of	 me	 I	 want	 him	 to	 see.	 For	 now,	 it	 is	 my
stubbornness	and	temper.	Those	I	don’t	have	to	pretend.

He	must	 come	 to	 some	 conclusion	 as	 he	 says,	 “You	 said	 you	 would	 be	 a
willing	prisoner.	I	can	see	your	word	does	not	mean	much	to	you.”

“Hardly,”	I	retort.	“If	you	had	given	me	a	chance	to	walk	to	the	brig	without
your	help	instead	of	bruising	my	arm,	your	knees	wouldn’t	be	smarting.”

“I	find	that	hard	to	believe.”
“That’s	because	I	haven’t	worked	my	charms	on	you	yet.”
I	 laugh	 scornfully.	 “As	 a	 female	 pirate	 raised	 by	 other	 pirates,	 I’ve	 had	 to

fend	off	the	most	despicable	and	persistent	of	men.	I’m	not	too	worried.”
“And	what	would	you	do,	Alosa,	 if	 you	had	 to	 fend	off	 a	man	who	wasn’t

despicable	and	persistent?”
“I’ll	let	you	know	when	I	meet	one.”
He	 laughs.	The	 sound	 is	deep	and	 rich.	 “Fair	enough.	But	now	 to	business.

You	are	here	because	I	want	information.”
“That’s	nice.	I	want	a	clean	cell.”
He	leans	back	in	his	chair,	getting	comfortable.	Perhaps	he	realizes	this	will

take	a	while.	“Where	does	Kalligan	make	port?”
I	snort.	“You’re	a	 terrible	questioner.	You	think	I’m	going	to	hand	over	 the

After	 the	 first
bunch,	I	stay	mostly	quiet.

It’s	 close	 to	nightfall	when	my	 last	 visitor	 shows	up.	Whereas	 all	 the	other
pirates	arrived	in	groups,	this	man	comes	alone.

He’s	not	much	to	look	at,	this	one.	Medium	height	and	build.	Brown	hair	and
beard.	He	does	 look	older	 than	most	of	 the	other	pirates	on	board.	Maybe	not
quite	thirty,	but	it’s	hard	to	tell	with	the	beard	hiding	the	bottom	half	of	his	face.
He’s	got	a	gold	coin	in	his	right	hand,	which	he	moves	over	his	knuckles	with



ease.
“Hello,	Alosa,”	he	says.	“Name’s	Theris.”
I’d	 been	 leaning	 back	 on	 two	 legs	 in	 my	 chair,	 but	 now	 I	 swing	 forward,

straightening	myself.	“I	must	have	seen	every	man	on	board	pass	through	here	at
least	once	today.	Why	should	I	remember	you?	Or	care	what	your	name	is?”

“You	shouldn’t,”	he	says,	reaching	a	hand	up	and	scratching	his	forehead.	His
fingers	 move	 fast,	 but	 the	 movement	 is	 unmistakable.	 He	 draws	 the	 letter	K.
“I’m	not	a	very	interesting	man	to	know.”

The	K	 is	 for	Kalligan.	 It’s	 the	 signal	men	under	my	 father’s	 employ	use	 to
identify	themselves.

He	would	have	been	the	one	who	let	my	father	know	that	the	crew	of	the	Night
Farer	wanted	to	kidnap	me	in	the	first	place.

You	 never	 know	 when	 unfriendly	 ears	 are	 listening	 in,	 so	 I	 keep	 the
conversation	casual.	“So	it	would	seem.”

“Just	wanted	to	catch	a	glimpse	of	the	pirate	king’s	daughter.”
“And	let	me	catch	a	glimpse	of	you?”
“Precisely.	 Sometimes	 survival	 isn’t	 about	 what	 you	 can	 do,	 but	 who	 you

know.”
“Noted,”	I	say	icily.

I	wasn’t	expecting	my	father’s	man	to	make	himself	known	to	me.	We	have

different	 jobs	 on	 the	 ship.	 Theris’s	 is	 to	 provide	 my	 father	 with	 information
about	 this	 ship	and	 its	 captain.	Mine	 is	 to	play	 the	 role	of	 thief.	We	 shouldn’t
need	to	help	each	other.	In	fact,	we’re	expected	to	be	able	to	perform	our	tasks
alone.

But	my	father	is	counting	on	me	not	to	fail.	Perhaps	his	desire	to	find	the	map
is	so	great	that	he’s	ordered	Theris	to	keep	an	eye	on	me.	On	the	one	hand,	I	can
understand	why	 he	 wouldn’t	 want	 to	 take	 any	 chances,	 but	 on	 the	 other,	 I’m
deeply	insulted.	I	can	handle	this	mission	on	my	own,	and	I	won’t	be	calling	on
Theris	for	help.

I	 have	 to	 wait	 until	 nightfall	 before	 I	 can	 start.	 I	 can	 tell	 when	 the	 sun	 sets
because	most	of	the	pirates	retire	below.	I	can’t	see	them	from	the	brig,	but	I	can
smell	them.	They	can’t	be	far.	I	can	imagine	them	sleeping	in	hammocks	or	on	a
straw-strewn	floor.	Whatever	it	may	be,	it’s	bound	to	be	better	than	the	brown-
caked	floor	I’ll	be	sleeping	on.	I	cringe	at	the	thought.

I	start	humming	again	as	I	shrug	on	my	coat,	which	is	fashioned	similarly	to
the	 justaucorps	men	wear,	 but	mine	was	made	 for	 a	woman’s	 figure.	Mandsy
made	 it	 for	me.	She	can	wield	a	needle	 just	as	well	as	 she	can	wield	a	sword,
which	is	only	one	of	the	many	reasons	why	I	made	her	part	of	my	crew.

Though	 the	 coat	will	 help	me	 look	 like	 any	other	 sailor	 if	 I’m	 seen	 from	a
distance,	I	hope	I	won’t	have	much	need	to	blend	in	once	I’m	above	deck.	I’m
counting	on	the	cover	of	darkness	to	mask	me.

Once	 I’ve	 got	my	 cell	 unlocked,	 I	 silence	my	 humming.	 I	 drift	 around	 the
lower	areas	of	the	ship,	getting	a	feel	for	the	shape	of	it.	A	storage	room	for	food
and	supplies,	a	treasury	for	the	pirates’	plunder,	a	modest	kitchen,	and	the	main
crew’s	 sleeping	 quarters	 make	 up	 the	 space	 belowdecks.	 Easy	 enough	 to
remember.

Now	I	need	to	make	it	into	the	captain’s	quarters	without	being	seen.	I	don’t
have	Draxen	 figured	out	yet,	but	 if	 I	were	 trying	 to	hide	something	 important,
like	a	map,	I’d	keep	it	close.

I	 also	 noted,	while	 I	was	 back	 on	my	 father’s	 ship	 and
watching	the	Night	Farer	approach,	that	Jeskor’s	added	a	figurehead	below	the
bowsprit.	I	doubt	the	land	king	has	ever	had	large	carvings	of	women	fashioned
to	the	fronts	of	his	ships.	He’s	much	too	practical	for	that.

There	are	only	a	few	men	above	deck.	Someone’s	at	the	helm,	a	man	sits	in
the	crow’s	nest,	and	a	couple	of	others	roam	the	deck	to	ensure	all	is	well.	I	can
tell	exactly	where	they	are,	because	they	hold	lanterns	out	in	front	of	them.

Draxen	and	Riden	will	already	be	in	their	quarters.	Assuredly	sleeping.	They
just	made	an	impressive	capture—they	will	have	celebrated.	Now	they’re	likely
sleeping	off	their	drink.	I	anticipate	tonight’s	venture	going	over	smoothly.

All	 I	 need	 to	 do	 is	 get	 past	 the	man	 at	 the	 helm.	 Luckily	 for	me,	 the	man
seems	drowsy.	He	 lazily	 leans	 against	 the	 railing	while	holding	 the	helm	with
one	hand.

Draxen’s	doors	are	likely	unlocked.	He	wouldn’t	need	them	locked	while	he’s
in	there.	Unless	he’s	paranoid	or	mistrusting	of	his	crew.	He	didn’t	seem	to	be
either	sort	to	me,	so	I	should	be	able	to	get	right	in.

Standing	on	my	toes,	I	carefully	creep	up
the	 companionway.	All	 is	well	 until	 I	 get	 to	 the	 last	 step,	which	 creaks	 out	 a
sound	 so	 loud	 in	 the	 silence,	 it	 feels	 as	 though	 I	 could	 have	 heard	 it	 from
belowdecks.	I	feel	my	body	go	rigid	at	my	mistake.

The	 sailor	 at	 the	 helm	 jerks	 awake	 fiercely,	 turning	 his	 head	 toward	 the
sound.	Toward	me.	“Blast	it	all,	you	gave	me	a	start!	Please	tell	me	you’re	here



to	relieve	me,	Brennol.”
He’s	 too	 tired,	 and	 the	 sky	 is	 too	 dark	 for	 him	 to	 tell	 who	 I	 really	 am.

Quickly,	 I	play	along,	 lowering	my	voice	as	much	as	 I	can.	“Aye.”	 I	keep	my
response	short.	I’ve	no	idea	what	Brennol	sounds	like,	and	I	can’t	risk	my	voice
being	off.

“Thank	the	stars.	I’ll	be	off,	then.”
He	 heads	 belowdecks	 while	 I	 stand	 there.	 I	 need	 to	 hurry	 before	 the	 real

Brennol	shows	up	for	his	shift.	Without	another	thought,	I	slip	inside	Draxen’s
quarters.

I	spot	him	instantly,	lying	on	the	bed.	His	face	is	turned	away	from	me,	but	I
can	see	the	steady	rise	and	fall	of	his	chest.

Lastly,	the	map	is	not	complete.	It	is	one	of	three	pieces,	separated	long	ago	and
dispersed	to	the	three	pirate	lords	of	the	time.	With	the	three	pieces	united,	the
bearer	will	 be	 able	 to	 find	 the	 legendary	 Isla	 de	Canta,	 an	 island	 heaped	with
untold	treasure	and	protected	by	its	magical	occupants,	the	sirens.

It’s	 not	 anywhere	 on	 the	 desk	 or	 near	 it.	 I	 checked	 each	 drawer	 for	 false
bottoms	and	hidden	compartments.	I	move	on	to	the	cupboards	where	he	keeps
his	clothes,	rifling	through	every	pocket	in	each	garment.	I	feel	a	desperate	need
to	wash	my	hands	afterward,	but	I	squelch	the	urge.

Instead	I	continue	to	scour	the	place.	I	pick	at	each	wooden	panel	in	the	floor
to	 see	 if	 anything	 is	 hidden	 underneath.	 I	 lightly	 tap	 the	 walls,	 listening	 for



irregularities	that	hint	at	secret	openings.	I	strike	the	last	wall	a	bit	too	harshly,
and	Draxen	rolls	over	in	his	sleep.

I	recognize	now	that	Enwen	is	the	tall	man	who	helped	carry	my	things	down

yesterday.
“That’s	 the	most	 ridiculous	 thing	 I’ve	heard,”	Kearan	says.	“I	hope	you	get

sick	tomorrow.	You	need	to	set	your	head	right.”

“I	need	a	drink.”
“Nah,	Kearan.	It’s	too	early	for	that.”

one	of	his	pockets.

On	my	 fifth	 night	 aboard	 the	 ship,	 Kearan	 is	 snoring	 loudly	 while	 Enwen



counts	gold	coins	out	of	a	small	purse.
“Have	you	been	gambling?”	I	ask.
“No,	Miss	Alosa,	I	don’t	like	to	gamble.”
“Then	where	does	your	money	come	from?”
“Can	you	keep	a	secret?”
I	look	pointedly	around	my	cell.	“Who	would	I	tell?”
Enwen	nods	pensively.	“I	suppose	you’re	right.”	He	looks	down	at	the	coins

again.	“Well,	this	one	I	got	from	Honis.	This	one’s	from	Issen.	This	one’s	from
Eridale.	This	one’s	from—”

“You’re	stealing	them.”	I	smile.
“Yes,	miss.	But	only	one	from	each	man.	If	a	man	sees	his	whole	purse	gone,

he’ll	know	someone’s	taken	it,	but	if	he’s	only	missing	one	coin—”
“He’ll	assume	he’s	lost	it,”	I	say.
“Yes,	exactly.”
“That’s	brilliant,	Enwen.”
“Thank	you.”
“You’re	 much	 smarter	 than	 you	 let	 on.	 Do	 you	 only	 pretend	 to	 be	 a

superstitious	fool	so	the	crew	will	remain	unsuspecting?”
“Oh	no.	I’m	as	superstitious	as	you	can	get.”
“And	the	part	about	being	a	fool?”
“I	may	overdo	that	one	just	a	bit.”
I	laugh	lightly.	This	is	the	kind	of	man	I	would	allow	to	be	on	my	own	ship,	if

he	 could	 manage	 to	 reserve	 his	 stealing	 for	 people	 who	 weren’t	 his	 crew
members.

“And	what	about	Kearan?”	I	ask.	“What’s	his	story?”
Enwen	 looks	 over	 at	 his	 snoring	 companion.	 “Not	 much	 is	 known	 about

Kearan.	 He	 doesn’t	 talk	 about	 himself,	 but	 I’ve	 gathered	 quite	 a	 bit	 from	 his
sleep	talking.”

“What	have	you	learned?”
“Why	do	you	ask?”



“Simple	curiosity	and	boredom.”
“S’pose	it	wouldn’t	hurt	to	tell	you.	Just	don’t	tell	Kearan	I	was	the	one	who

told	you.”
“I	promise.”
Enwen	 starts	 dropping	 his	 coins	 back	 into	 his	 purse.	 “Kearan	 has	 been	 all

over	the	world.	He	knows	the	Seventeen	Isles	inside	and	out.	He’s	met	all	kinds
of	people,	performed	all	kinds	of	jobs	and	such.	He	was	an	adventurer.”

So	Kearan	 not	 only	 knows	 his	way	 around	 the	 ocean,	 but	 on	 land	 as	well.
Unusual	 for	a	pirate.	Our	 little	 isles	are	so	close	 together	 that	everyone	 travels
between	 them.	Each	 is	 rich	with	 different	 food	 sources.	Trade	 is	 frequent	 and
necessary	 between	 the	 isles.	 As	 such,	 whoever	 controls	 the	 sea,	 controls	 the
money	of	the	realm.

Father	 tolerates	 the	existence	of	a	monarch	over	 the	 land	because	he	has	no
wish	to	rule	over	landlubbers.	He	prefers	to	keep	company	among	the	brutes	of
the	sea.	The	land	king	pays	tribute	to	my	father	yearly	in	exchange	for	letting	his
explorers	search	through	the	sea	for	new	lands.

No	 one	 has	 ever	 managed	 such	 a	 total	 monopoly	 over	 sea	 travel	 until	 my
father	established	his	ruling.	And	someday	all	that	control	will	be	passed	down
to	me,	which	 is	why	I	wish	 to	prove	myself	again	and	again	 to	my	father.	My
current	task	is	one	on	a	large	list	of	feats	I’ve	completed	for	him.

I	look	over	at	Kearan’s	fat	body,	ugly	face,	and	overall	unkempt	look.	“You
certain	he’s	not	just	adventuring	in	his	sleep?”

“Oh	yes.	He	might	 not	 look	 like	much	now,	 but	 that’s	 because	 he’s	 turned
into	 a	man	who	has	 lost	much.

an	ugly	drunk	because	 it	 takes	away	 the	pain.	He	has	no	desire	 to	 live,	yet	no
desire	to	die,	either.	It’s	a	tough	spot	to	be	in.”

“Yet	you’re	his	friend.	Why?”
“Because	everybody	needs	somebody.	And	I	haven’t	lost	hope	for	Kearan.	I

believe	he	will	 eventually	 come	 into	 his	 own,	 given	 the	 right	 amount	 of	 time.
And	the	right	motivation.”

The	vessel	is	a	little	worse	for	wear,	but	we	may	find	some	salvageable
goods	 on	 board.	We’re	 in	 the	 middle	 of	 the	 sea	 with	 nowhere	 for	 you	 to	 go
should	you	 try	 to	escape.	The	captain	has	granted	me	permission	 to	bring	you
aboard	for	the	search.”

I	 realize	 he	 could	 be	 telling	 me	 we’re	 in	 the	 middle	 of	 nowhere,	 when	 in
reality	we’re	only	a	day	from	land.	Impossible	to	tell.	Though	it	doesn’t	matter
either	way.	 Still,	 I	 like	 knowing	where	 I	 am.	The	 uncertainty	makes	me	 a	 bit
uneasy.

“I’m	always	up	for	some	thieving,”	I	say.
“Somehow	I	knew	you	would	be.”
He	lets	me	out.	Then	he	pockets	the	key,	this	time	putting	it	in	his	breeches

rather	 than	his	 shirt.	 “I’ll	be	keeping	a	close	watch	over	 this,	 so	don’t	get	 any
ideas.”

“I’ve	no	idea	what	you’re	on	about.”
He	grabs	my	upper	arm	and	leads	me	toward	the	stairs.
“Must	you?”	I	ask.	“You’ve	already	stated	I’ve	nowhere	to	go.	Can’t	I	have

the	freedom	to	walk	without	your	aid?”	I	can’t	help	but	add,	“Or	can	you	simply



not	 keep	 your	 hands	 off	me?	Enwen	 informed	me	 you’re	 helpless	 against	my
feminine	charms.”

Riden	looks	unworried.	“If	you’ve	been	talking	to	Enwen,	lass,	then	I’m	sure
you’ve	learned	that	half	of	what	he	says	is	squid	brain.”

I	smile	and	lean	in	his	direction.	“Perhaps.”
“Quit	your	smiling	and	get	your	arse	up	those	stairs.”
“I	wouldn’t	dream	of	giving	you	such	a	view.”
Now	it’s	his	turn	to	smile	mischievously.	“You	don’t	get	the	option	to	walk

behind	me.	Don’t	trust	you.	Now,	up	with	you.”
On	deck,	men	are	tying	down	ropes,	grabbing	their	weapons,	scurrying	about.

Excitement	for	the	upcoming	adventure	is	almost	tangible	upon	the	air.	I	myself
can	feel	 the	anticipation	of	 the	hunt.	 I	am	not	 immune	to	 the	prospect	of	some
good	fun.	No	pirate	is.	It’s	why	we	choose	this	life.	Because	we’re	good	at	it.

And	we	have	no	morals.
“Ah,	Her	Highness	has	decided	to	honor	us	with	her	presence,”	Draxen	says.

“What	do	you	say,	gents?	Should	we	have	the	lady	go	first?”
A	few	ayes	and	a	good	deal	of	laughter	are	their	responses.	I	look	around	the

crowd	of	men	and	spot	Theris	blending	in	with	the	rest	of	 them.	He	glances	at
me	but	doesn’t	spare	me	any	special	attention.	He’s	good	at	his	job,	that	one.

Riden	says	nothing	from	beside	me.	He	doesn’t	look	bothered	either	way.	Not
that	he	 should.	He	 is	not	here	 to	 look	after	me,	 and	 I	don’t	need	him	 to.	He’s
here	to	make	sure	I	don’t	escape,	which	he	might	be	doing	too	good	a	job	of	at
times.	Not	to	fear.	I’ve	still	got	a	few	tricks	up	my	sleeve.

“If	your	men	are	too	cowardly	to	venture	over	by	themselves,”	I	say,	“then	by
all	 means,	 I’d	 be	 happy	 to	 teach	 them	 how	 to	 properly	 secure	 a	 ship.”	 A
challenge	and	an	insult	all	wrapped	into	one.	My	specialty.

“I’d	rather	risk	your	life	than	theirs.	Be	off	with	you.	Riden,	go	with	her.”
I	think	it	strange	that	Draxen	would	risk	me	when	he	knows	he	needs	me	as

leverage.	I	suspect	he’s	trying	to	make	up	for	what	happened	back	on	my	ship.
He	 placed	 teaching	 me	 a	 lesson	 over	 the	 lives	 of	 his	 own	 men.	 Now	 he’s



showing	that	he’s	putting	me	at	 risk	before	 them.	It’s	a	clever	play.	Especially
since	it’s	very	unlikely	that	anyone	would	still	be	over	at	the	ship.	And,	as	a	last
precaution,	he’s	sending	Riden	over	with	me.

We	secure	the	gangplank	between	the	two	ships.	The	damaged	ship	before	us
appears	to	be	a	cargo	vessel.	There’s	bound	to	be	lots	of	food	and	water	aboard.
It’s	its	own	kind	of	treasure	out	here.

The	gangplank	is	plenty	big	to	walk	across	without	having	to	try	to	balance.	I
could	probably	do	 it	with	my	eyes	closed.	Still,	 its	width	 is	 small	 enough	 that
I’m	tempted	to	give	Riden	a	slight	push.

As	if	sensing	this,	he	says,	“Don’t	even	think	about	it.”

The	deck	is	one	scattered	mess.	Ropes	lie	haphazardly,	some	in	knots,	some
in	coils.	Articles	of	clothing	sit	here	and	there,	 likely	having	fallen	out	of	their
owner’s	bags	in	the	confusion.	The	wood’s	still	wet.	Everything’s	wet.	We	have
to	be	extra	alert	not	to	trip	or	slip.

“Anything	valuable	will	likely	be	belowdecks,”	Riden	says.
“I	know.”
“So,	what	are	you	waiting	for?”
I	raise	an	eyebrow.	“You’re	going	to	make	me	go	first?”



“Can’t	risk	you	trying	to	jump	me	from	behind.”
“But	I	don’t	have	a	weapon.”
“That	hasn’t	stopped	you	before.”
I	 can’t	 help	 but	 smile.	 “I	meant,	 how	 can	 you	 expect	me	 to	 go	 below	 first

without	a	weapon?”
“I’ll	be	right	behind	you.”
“That’s	not	the	comfort	you	think	it	is.”
“I	 know.”	His	 brown	 eyes	 are	 alight	with	merriment.	 I	 think	he	 enjoys	 our

little	 spats.	 I	 think	of	 them	as	part	of	my	act.	 I’m	playing	a	part.	 If	 I	keep	 too
much	of	myself	hidden,	he	might	be	suspicious	that	I’m	planning	something.	So
I	give	him	the	resistance	he	expects.	The	enjoyment	I	get	out	of	toying	with	him
is	an	added	bonus.	I	could	have	been	stuck	with	a	worse	questioner.	Why	he’s
not	captaining	the	Night	Farer,	I’ll	never	know.

“Go	now,	Alosa,”	he	says.
Water	drips	from	everywhere	it	seems.	Today	is	the	first	day	after	the	night	of

the	storm	that	the	rain’s	let	up.	It’s	dark	below,	further	suggesting	that	no	one’s
belowdecks.

Riden,	 ever	 prepared,	 brought	 a	 lantern	 over	with	 us.	He	 lights	 it.	Then	 he
hands	it	to	me.	“Lead	on.”

We	find	the	kitchens,	where	dried	meats,	well-stored	water,	crackers,	pickled
vegetables,	 and	 other	 seaworthy	 foods	 are	 safely	 secured	 in	 their	 cupboards.
These	will	all	be	taken	over	to	the	Night	Farer,	no	doubt.

We	pass	 through	 the	 sleeping	quarters.	Some	blankets	 remain.	The	 smell	 is
much	 better	 here	 than	 back	 on	 the	Night	 Farer.	Why	 couldn’t	 Draxen’s	men
show	more	aptitude	for	personal	hygiene?	Truly,	it	benefits	everyone	on	board.

We’re	 about	 to	 pass	 into	 the	 next	 room	 when	 the	 candlelight	 catches
something	on	the	floor.

That	 would	 be	 a	 sword.	 Good	 to	 know	 it’s	 there.	 If	 only	 I	 could	 grab	 it
without	Riden	noticing,	but	 that’s	all	but	 impossible.	A	sword	would	be	much
harder	to	hide	than	a	dagger.



There	 is	 nothing	 else	 of	 interest	 on	 the	 ship.	 At	 least	 not	 anything	 that’s
visible	 right	 away.	 There	 may	 yet	 be	 some	 nooks	 and	 crannies	 that	 remain
hidden.	But	it’s	also	just	as	likely	that	the	crew	members	took	anything	valuable
with	them.	It’s	been	my	experience	that	when	a	crisis	strikes,	the	first	thing	that
men	think	about	are	all	the	treasure	they	can	take	with	them.	Thoughts	of	their
friends	and	shipmates	usually	come	second,	if	at	all.

“Looks	all	clear,”	Riden	says.	“I’ll	 start	 looking	deeper.	Kindly	go	and	hail
the	rest	of	the	crew	over.”

“Oh	 yes,	 I’ll	 just	 go	 hail	 the	 crew	 over.	 Truly,	 I	 enjoy	 helping	 the	 men
who’ve	kidnapped	me.”

“Can’t	 leave	you	down	here	by	yourself	while	 I	go	 fetch	 them.	Would	you
rather	I	hauled	you	all	the	way	up	the	deck	with	me?	I	know	how	much	you	like
it	when	I	have	my	hands	on	you.”

I	huff	and	head	up	the	stairs.	He’s	difficult	to	figure	out,	that	one.	One	instant
he	 seems	 to	 try	 to	distance	himself	 from	me.	The	next	 I	 swear	he	 fancies	me.
He’s	probably	keeping	me	on	my	toes,	 just	as	 I	 try	 to	do	 to	him.	The	game	of
predator	and	prey	can	be	a	fun	one.	When	you’re	the	predator,	of	course.	It’s	fun
to	rub	the	victory	into	your	prisoner’s	face.	You	beat	them.	You	captured	them.
It’s	your	right.	Father	said	once	that	if	you	can	catch	and	imprison	a	man,	then
his	 life	 is	yours	 to	 take	or	do	with	as	you	please.	His	philosophy	is	 that	 if	you
have	the	power	to	do	something,	then	you	should	do	it.

Once	on	deck,	I	wave	at	the	pirates,	signaling	that	everything	is	all	clear.
With	nothing	else	to	do,	I	return	belowdecks.	Might	as	well	continue	to	walk

and	stretch	before	I	get	shut	into	my	cell	again.	Not	that	I	don’t	intend	to	spend
tonight	moving	about	anyway.

“They’re	on	their	way,”	I	say	as	I	enter	the	room	Riden	and	I	last	checked:	a
storage	room.

That’s	when	they	grab	me.
Riden’s	shoved	face-first	against	 the	wall,	a	sword	point	pressed	against	 the

middle	of	his	back	while	the	bearer’s	free	hand	pushes	against	his	shoulder.	I	can



see	now	 that	a	 few	panels	have	been	 removed	 from	 the	wall	 straight	ahead.	A
hidden	 room.	 Three	men	 stand	 in	 the	 room	with	 Riden	 and	me:	 one	 keeping
Riden	where	he	is,	and	now	two	holding	me.

“Blast	it,”	I	say.	“You	couldn’t	have	shouted	out	a	warning?”

“Stars,”	the	man	holding	Riden	at	sword-point	says.	“We	can’t	hold	them	off.

And	we	can’t	count	on	the	others	returning	in	time.”
“Then	we’ll	use	’em	as	hostages,”	the	last	man	says.	“We’ll	tell	’em	we’ll	kill

the	members	of	their	crew	unless	they	stay	back.	We	can	buy	time.”
“But	will	it	be	enough?”
“It’ll	have	to	work.”
“But	 do	we	 need	 them	both?	The	man	 looks	 like	 too	much	 trouble	 to	 deal

with.	I	say	we	gut	him	and	deal	with	the	girl.”
Being	underestimated	always	works	to	my	advantage.	But	sometimes	I	find	it

offensive.	That	often	makes	me	violent.	It	makes	me	question	whether	I	should
allow	 them	 to	 kill	 Riden,	 just	 so	 I	 can	 beat	 the	 hell	 out	 of	 all	 three	 of	 them
without	 Riden	watching.	 I	 couldn’t	 let	 him	 see	what	 I’m	 capable	 of	 doing	 to
them.	I	hate	that	I	have	to	hold	back	now.

The	men	continue	to	argue	among	themselves	as	I	decide	what	to	do.
Riden	interrupts	my	line	of	thinking.	“Now,	Alosa,	would	be	a	good	time	for

you	to	employ	that	same	tactic	you	demonstrated	when	we	first	met.”
“Are	you	certain	you	wouldn’t	like	to	handle	this	one	yourself?	I’m	just	‘the

girl.’”
“Stop	talking!”	a	sailor	shouts.
But	I’m	not	really	listening	to	them.	My	eyes	are	on	Riden.	His	eyes	widen

meaningfully,	frustratingly.	Then	he	relaxes.	“Please.”
“I	said—”



Perhaps	it’s	 the	fact	 that	Riden	remembered	exactly	what	I	did	to	those	two
crew	members	when	they	stole	me	from	my	ship.	Or	perhaps	it’s	that	I	like	the
sport	of	it.	Or	it’s	the	idea	of	showing	these	sailors	exactly	what	I	can	do.

But	if	I’m	being	honest	…	it’s	because	he	said	please.
This	prompts	me	to	action	in	a	way	I	can’t	explain.
I	slam	my	heel	into	the	foot	of	the	sailor	on	my	right.	Then	my	free	hand	goes

to	the	other	sailor’s	throat.	I	place	one	hand	at	the	back	of	each	man’s	neck.	With
one	 choking	 and	 the	 other	 stumbling,	 it	 isn’t	 difficult	 to	 connect	 their	 heads.
Hard.

That	wasn’t	 part	 of	my	 routine	 back	 on	 the	 ship.	But	 a	 little	 improvisation
goes	 a	 long	way.	 This	 situation	 is	 a	 bit	more	 dire.	 For	 one,	 it	 isn’t	 one	 I	 had
planned	for.

There’s	only	the	man	with	the	sword	left.	He	stays	right	where	he	is,	though
his	eyes	have	widened	significantly.	“Stay	where	you	are	or	I’ll	kill	him.”

I	roll	my	eyes.	“Go	right	ahead.	You’d	save	me	the	trouble.”
I’m	not	sure	whether	I	should	laugh	or	not	at	his	confusion.	“What?”
“I’m	being	held	prisoner	by	pirates.	If	you	say	more	of	your	men	are	coming,

then	you	can	help	me.	We	can	use	him	as	leverage	as	was	suggested	before.”
He	looks	to	his	fallen	shipmates.
“Sorry	about	 that.	 I	don’t	 like	being	held	against	my	will.	Now	please.	Say

you’ll	help	me.”
The	sailor	focuses	on	Riden,	which	gives	me	the	distraction	I	need	 to	reach

for	my	boot.	“Is	what	the	girl	says	true?”
“Trust	me.	The	girl’s	more	trouble	than	she’s	worth,	and	you	can’t	believe	a

thing	she	says.	You’d	be	better	off	killing	her	now.”
I	 see	 sweat	 drip	 down	 the	 sailor’s	 face.	 The	 hand	 on	 his	 sword	 trembles.

“That’s	 enough.”	 He	 turns	 his	 body	 toward	 me	 while	 keeping	 his	 sword	 on
Riden.	“I’m—”

The	dagger	flies	straight	and	true,	finding	its	place	in	the	sailor’s	chest.

And	it	was	a	wonder	Riden	hadn’t	checked	me	for	weapons	when	he	found	me
sneaking	about	the	ship	that	night.

Riden	stands	up	straight.	His	mouth	is	slightly	ajar,	his	eyes	wide.	“I	thought
you	…	I	thought—”

That	was

damned	insulting.	I	ought	to—”
“That	was	for	your	benefit.”
I’m	too	full	of	energy	to	sit.	I	usually	am	after	a	fight—should	I	not	exhaust

myself	 to	 the	 point	 of	 passing	 out.	 Father	 did	 have	 me	 do	 that	 on	 several
occasions	 so	 I	 would	 know	 what	 it	 feels	 like	 to	 be	 worn	 thin,	 so	 I	 could	 be
mindful	of	my	own	strength.	It’s	important	to	know	how	much	energy	I	have,	in
case	running	becomes	the	better	option.

“You	don’t	know	my	brother.	So	allow	me	to	explain	something	to	you.	If	he
thinks	 you’re	 up	 to	 something,	 he’ll	 kill	 you.	 Now	 I	 owe	 you	 my	 life.	 So
consider	my	silence	part	of	my	repayment.”

“There’s	nothing	to	be	kept	quiet.	You’re	overlooking	a	third	option,	Riden.”
“And	what’s	that?”
“I	was	 looking	 out	 for	myself.	 There	was	 no	 guarantee	 I	 could	 trust	 those

men.	If	they	found	out	who	I	was,	they	could	try	to	use	me	for	leverage	just	as
you	do,	especially	if	they’re	smugglers,	as	we	suspect.	And	if	something	were	to
happen	 to	 you,	 Draxen	would	 have	 someone	 else	 question	me.	 And	 there’s	 a
good	chance	I’d	hate	him	more	than	I	do	you.”

Riden	watches	me.	No	amusement.	No	gratitude.	No	anything.
What	is	he	thinking?
Finally,	 he	 says,	 “I	 suppose	 I	 didn’t	 think	 of	 that.	Of	 course	 I	 should	 have

Chapter	6

“Sures	do.	But	nines	beats	them	all,”	Jolek	says.
“Then	how	comes	you	have	more	points	than	me?”
“Because	I’m	better	with	numbers.”
Honestly,	 it	 doesn’t	 look	 like	 either	 of	 them	can	 count	 very	well.	But	 each

time	the	other	starts	to	get	ahead,	a	similar	argument	will	break	out.
They’re	both	so	focused	on	the	game	that	they	don’t	pay	any	attention	to	me,

which	works	perfectly	to	my	benefit.
I	return	to	one	of	my	bags,	the	one	holding	the	books,	and	take	out	a	book	on

sailing,	 another	 subject	 I	 have	 mastered.

need	or	want	your	help,	so	stay	out	of	my	way.”
“I’ll	 do	 better	 than	 that.	 I’ll	 distract	 the	men	 so	 you	 can	go	 ashore	without

being	noticed.”
“That’s	not	necessary—”
“I’ll	do	it	anyway.”
I	glance	heavenward.	Then	I	reach	for	the	pulley	to	lower	down	a	rowboat.
“You’re	not	going	to	swim	it?”	Theris	asks.
I	look	over	my	shoulder,	narrowing	my	eyes.	“Why	would	I?”
“I	would	have	thought	it	would	be	easier	for	you.	Is	it	not?”
Just	what	does	he	know	or	think	he	knows	about	me?	How	much	did	Father

tell	him?

Now,	how	to	get	caught	without
making	it	too	obvious?

I	get	in	another	cut,	this	time	at	his	side.	I	make	sure	it’s	shallow.	A	victorious
smile	tugs	at	my	lips,	but	then	Riden	does	the	unthinkable.	Instead	of	flinching
away	 from	my	sword,	he	 leans	 into	 it,	 grabs	my	wrist	with	his	 free	hand,	 and
raises	his	sword	to	my	neck.	Before	I	can	blink,	the	hand	at	my	wrist	grabs	my
sword,	and	he’s	pointing	both	blades	at	me.

I	stare	at	him,	stunned.	He	let	me	cut	him	so	he	could	take	my	weapon	from
me.	It’s	a	bold	and	stupid	move.

I	like	it.
I’m	so	 impressed,	 I	 can’t	 even	muster	up	 the	 right	amount	of	anger.	 I	have

underestimated	Riden.
He	 sheathes	 his	 blade,	 tosses	Kearan’s	 back	 to	 his	 sleeping	 form,	 and	 then

he	lifted	me.



“I	know,	but	that	was	more	fun.	Now,	take	your	breeches	off.”
“Ha.	Not	a	chance.”
“It’s	nothing	I	haven’t	seen	before.”
“You	haven’t	seen	me	before.	Nor	will	you.”
Riden	gives	me	his	devilish	smile.	How	quickly	he	can	muster	it	up.
“I’ve	 a	 better	 idea,”	 I	 say,	 reaching	 down.	 I	 grab	 the	 bloody	 rip	 in	 my

I	 suppose	 I	will	 have	 to	 rely	more	 on	 body	 language,	 but	 I	 think	 it	 can	 be

done.	With	some	men,	I	can	catch	their	attention	in	a	potato	sack.
Draxen	seems	smart.	Smart	enough	to	realize	if	I’m	trying	too	hard.	This	will

have	to	be	done	very	carefully.
“Fine.	Leave	so	I	can	change.	Or	will	you	be	unable	to	handle	knowing	I’ll	be

naked	in	your	room?”
I’m	baiting	him,	 and	he	knows	 it.	 I’m	 impressed	he	manages	 another	 glare

before	slamming	the	door.
With	expert	fingers,	I	lace	on	the	top	and	attach	the	sleeves.	They	curve	out



into	 points	 above	my	 shoulders.	 I	 put	 on	 the	 hood	 as	well.	 If	 I	 end	 up	 doing
anything	too	embarrassing,	it	might	be	nice	to	have	something	to	hide	my	face
behind.

Riden	did	indeed	bring	me	underthings.	I	try	not	to	think	about	the	fact	that
he	touched	them	while	I	slip	on	the	rest	of	my	clean	clothes.	It’s	amazing	what	a
new	outfit	can	do	for	my	spirits.

Time	to	play.
I’ve	 spent	 so	 much	 time	 around	 pirates	 that	 I’ve	 adopted	 my	 own	 sort	 of

swagger,	but	that	is	not	my	natural	inclination	when	I	walk.	Sirens	are	creatures
of	grace	and	beauty.	They’re	more	driven	by	instinct	than	learning	and	habits.	I
tap	into	that	side	of	me,	that	place	that	I	usually	hide.

I	suppose	I	don’t	really	need	the	green	top.
In	this	form,	I	can	sense	exactly	what	men	want.	And	I	can	be	that	for	them	in

order	 to	 get	 what	 I	 want.	 They	 can’t	 hide	 their	 emotions	 from	me.	 Each	 one
swirls	around	them	in	a	haze	of	color.

Each	 step	 on	 the	 deck	 is	 soft	 and	 graceful.	My	movements	 are	 fragile	 and
angelic.	My	face	is	devoid	of	the	intelligence	lurking	in	my	mind	or	the	thieving
force	that	drives	me.	I	can	feel	each	fragment	of	the	wind	as	it	slides	along	my
skin.	I	can	feel	the	salt	in	the	air.	I	can	feel	each	strand	of	hair	on	my	head,	sense
the	movements	of	those	around	me.

Sirens	are	creatures	whose	sole	existence	depends	on	enchanting	men.	I	can
switch	over	to	that	nature	effortlessly,	but	I	loathe	it.	I	don’t	feel	like	myself.

I	live	on	the	cusp	of	two	worlds,	trying	desperately	to	fit	into	one.
Heads	turn	as	I	exit	Riden’s	quarters.	I	pretend	not	to	notice.	“Where	would

you	like	me?”	I	ask	Riden.	My	voice	has	softened,	taking	on	an	almost	musical
tone.	But	 I’m	not	enchanting	anyone	with	my	voice.	 I	can’t	control	more	 than
three	at	a	time.	It	wouldn’t	do	me	any	good	on	a	ship	with	so	many	men,	even	if
I	had	enough	song	in	me.	Probably	shouldn’t	have	put	so	much	into	Riden	the



other	night,	but	I	couldn’t	resist	once	I’d	started.
Riden’s	mouth	drops	open	after	I	speak.	He	looks	at	me	as	though	he’s	never

seen	me	before.	In	a	way,	I	suppose	he	hasn’t.	My	appearance	hasn’t	changed	at
all,	only	the	way	I	hold	myself.	The	way	I	act,	speak,	move.	I’ve	taken	on	my
siren	 nature,	 and	 while	 I	 look	 the	 same,	 the	 men	 can	 still	 tell	 something	 is
different,	and	it	piques	their	interest.

“What’s	 going	 on?	 Why	 has	 everyone	 stopped—”	 Draxen	 now	 looks	 my
way.	 For	 a	 moment	 he	 is	 caught	 like	 everyone	 else.	 I	 lock	 eyes	 with	 him.
Showing	 my	 interest	 in	 the	 subtlest	 of	 ways.	 He	 shakes	 his	 head	 as	 though
catching	himself	out	of	 some	 sort	of	daze.	 “Get	back	 to	work	or	 there	will	 be
lashings	for	everyone.	Riden,	what	is	she	doing	on	my	deck?”

Riden,	too,	shakes	himself	out	of	the	momentary	stupor.	“She’s	opted	to	work
on	 the	 deck	 rather	 than	 rot	 in	my	 quarters.	 I	 think	 she’s	 getting	 a	 bit	 restless,
Captain.”

Draxen	eyes	me	carefully.	I	give	him	a	gentle	smile	that	makes	him	swallow
before	speaking.	“Did	the	chains	make	you	change	your	mind,	then,	princess?”

“Yes,	Captain.”	No	sarcasm.	Just	sincerity.	And	innocence.	Submissiveness.	I
try	not	 to	 cringe	as	 the	word	enters	my	mind.	Horrid	word,	 that	one.	But	 it	 is
what	 I	 must	 be	 if	 this	 is	 to	 work.	 For	 my	 father,	 I’m	 willing	 to	 become
everything	that	I	hate.

Riden	and	Draxen	both	pause	as	though	they’re	waiting	for	me	to	say	more.
Ah,	they’re	waiting	for	the	smart	comment	that	is	sure	to	follow.	Let	them	wait.
Siren	Alosa	is	the	promise	of	a	man’s	fantasy.	Right	now	I’m	tuned	into	Draxen,
trying	to	become	his.

Riden	 turns	 to	Draxen	 as	 though	 he	will	 have	 some	 sort	 of	 answer	 for	my
behavior.	If	I	weren’t	so	in	tune	with	my	role,	I	would	laugh.

Draxen	 is	 seeing	 me	 anew.	 He	 sees	 my	 weakness	 as	 his	 strength.	 I	 am
something	to	be	dominated.	Something	to	be	controlled.	Draxen	likes	corrupting
innocence.	I’m	hardly	innocent.	I’ve	killed	far	too	many	men	to	ever	be	thought
of	as	that,	but	it’s	all	about	perception.



A	light	red	of	interest	hangs	over	the	captain’s	shoulders.	It’s	battling	with	the
orange	of	indifference.	Good.

And	 Riden—I	 turn	 toward	 him,	 reading	 his	 desires.	 He	 is	 not	 nearly	 as
captivated	by	this	form.	Riden	likes	a	challenge.	He	likes	games.	I’m	not	nearly
as	 compelling	 for	 him	 like	 this.	 Interesting.	 Might	 make	 the	 deception	 more
difficult,	though.	Currently,	he’s	surrounded	by	blue.	Blue	is	confusion.

I’ve	 spent	 years	 trying	 to	 understand	 the	meanings	 of	 the	 colors	 I	 see.	 I’ve
had	 to	 ask	 pirates	 what	 they’re	 feeling	when	 I’m	 like	 this,	 so	 I	 can	 associate
words	 with	 what	 I	 see.	 It’s	 difficult,	 because	 people	 are	 less	 inclined	 to	 talk
when	they’re	deep	in	emotion.	But	I’ve	managed	to	fill	in	the	gaps.

I	wait	silently.	The	embodiment	of	patience	and	tolerance.
Riden	 looks	as	 though	he’s	about	 to	fall	over:	He’s	craning	his	neck	so	far,

trying	to	make	sense	of	what’s	in	front	of	him.
Draxen’s	the	captain,	though.	He	has	to	set	an	example	for	the	others,	has	to

force	himself	 to	come	to	his	senses	more	quickly.	The	man	has	a	reputation	to
make,	 being	 the	 new	 and	 young	 captain	 that	 he	 is.	 Draxen	 is	 definitely	 the
hardest	mark	on	the	ship.

Were	we	alone,	he’d	probably	be	on	me	within	five	minutes.	It’s	amazing	the
things	people	will	do	in	secret,	when	others	can’t	see	their	actions.	That’ll	be	the
trick:	getting	him	alone.	And	especially	away	from	ever-perceptive	little	brother,
Riden.

but	egg	him	on	when	he’s	like	this.	Besides,	I	can	still	sense	Draxen	from	behind
me.	 I	 take	 a	 quick	 peek	 and	 see	 that	 a	 little	 green	 is	weaving	 into	 his	 colors.
Good.	Draxen	doesn’t	like	me	talking	to	Riden.

“I	didn’t	mean—”	Riden	begins.
“Didn’t	 you,	 though?”	 I	 home	 in	 on	 him	 now.	 Focusing	 on	 his	 wants	 and

needs.	 I	can	see	 into	 the	deepest	desires	of	his	heart.	“You	long	for	happiness,
Riden,	 but	 you	 don’t	 have	 the	 courage	 to	 go	 find	 it.	 You	 are	 strong	 and
courageous	in	many	ways,	but	when	it	comes	to	taking	care	of	yourself,	you’re
weak.”

Suddenly,	there’s	banging	at	the	door.
“Draxen!”	It’s	Riden.	“Open	up	now	or	I’m	coming	in.”
I	hear	the	handle	unlatching,	so	I	race	to	the	door.	As	it	opens,	I	climb	out	and

shut	it	behind	me	before	Riden	can	see	inside.
“What	is	going	on?”	he	asks.
“Your	brother	was	telling	me	about	the	constellations,”	I	say.
Riden’s	eyes	widen.	This	must	be	a	usual	play	for	Draxen.	“He	didn’t…”
“Didn’t	what?”	I	ask.
“You	didn’t	let	him…”	He	can’t	get	it	out.
“Riden,	we	were	hardly	in	there	for	two	minutes.”
He	shakes	his	head.	“Of	course.	But	what’s	he	doing	now,	 then?”	His	eyes

widen.	“Tell	me	you	didn’t	kill	him!”
While	I’m	flattered	he	knows	I’m	easily	capable	of	killing	Draxen,	I	still	roll

my	eyes.	“I	didn’t	kill	him.”
“Then	why	isn’t	he	yelling	and	swearing?”
Fair	point,	that.	I’ll	have	to	throw	in	a	bit	of	honesty	if	I’m	to	get	out	of	this



one.

“What	is	going	on,	Alosa?	Why	did	you	go	in	there	in	the	first	place?”
We	need	to	get	away	from	here.	Right	now.	I	don’t	know	how	much	time	I

have	before	Draxen	wakes.
“Can	 we	 talk	 somewhere	 else?”	 I	 ask.	 “Back	 in	 your	 room,	 maybe?	 I’ll

answer	all	your	questions.	It’s	cold	out	here.”
He	still	eyes	me	suspiciously,	but	he	finally	consents,	weaving	the	way	back

Rounded	stern.	But	these	are	not	what	interest	me.

The	bowsprit	extends	twenty	feet	in	front	of	the	ship.	Below	it,	carved	out	of
the	same	mixture	of	wood,	is	the	figure	of	a	larger-than-life-sized	woman.	She’s
beautiful,	 with	 long	 flowing	 hair	 and	 big	 glassy	 eyes—probably	 made	 from
actual	glass.	But	it’s	the	dress	that	leads	me	to	believe	that	the	girl	is	supposed	to
be	a	siren.

She’s	 wearing	 a	 long	 dress	 that’s	 made	 to	 look	 as	 though	 it’s	 rippling
underwater.

vibrant	red	to	light	gray	almost	instantly.
Gray	 is	 an	 interesting	 color.	When	 it’s	 the	 dark	 gray	 of	 storm	 clouds,	 the

emotion	is	tied	to	guilt.	In	a	lighter	hue,	the	emotion	is	grief.



A	 deep	 sadness	 has	 come	 over	 Riden.	 But	 the	 change	 is	 so	 immediate,	 it
causes	me	 to	 believe	 he’s	 thinking	 about	 something	 extremely	 sad	 to	 him	 on
purpose	so	I	can’t	get	anything	else	out	of	him.

“Are	you	thinking	sad	thoughts	on	purpose?”	I	ask.

I	have	it	on	good	authority	that	you	have	been
depleted	of	 the	power	 the	sea	gives	you,	 so	you	cannot	 save	yourself.	 I	would
say	it	is	you	who	are	being	foolish	by	not	being	afraid.”

My	 stomach	 sinks	 through	 the	 ground	 as	 my	 mouth	 dries.	 “And	 whose
authority	would	that	be?”

determine	them	for	myself,”	Vordan	says.	“Together,	Alosa,	we	will	identify	all
the	powers	sirens	possess.”

He	 doesn’t	 realize	 how	 terrifying	 I	 find	 the	 prospect.	 How	 could	 he	 know
how	much	I	loathe,	and	sometimes	fear,	using	my	abilities?	I	hate	the	way	I	feel
inside	and	out.	 I	hate	 the	emotional	 toll	 they	 take	on	me.	And	 then	 there’s	 the
way	 I	 change	 when	 I	 have	 to	 replenish	 my	 abilities.	 Vordan	 will	 have	 me
demonstrate	 everything	 over	 and	 over.	 The	 thought	 causes	 bile	 to	 rise	 in	 my
throat.	I	swallow	it	back	down.

“I	am	only	partially	a	siren,”	I	say	in	desperation.	“What	I	can	and	can’t	do
will	not	apply	to	the	creatures	you	will	find	at	the	Isla	de	Canta.	I	am	of	no	use	to
you.”

Vordan	pulls	at	the	hair	on	his	chin.	“That	is	not	true.	Even	if	you	are	not	as
powerful	 as	 a	 true	 siren,	 your	 abilities	will	 give	me	 the	 information	 I	 need	 to
prepare	for	such	a	venture.”

During	 our	 quick	 exchange,	 Vordan’s	 men	 have	 been	moving.	 They	 place
their	buckets	about	five	feet	away	from	the	cage,	far	out	of	my	reach.	They	put
what	looks	like	a	long,	hollow,	tubelike	branch	into	each	bucket.

“To	start,”	Vordan	says,	“you	will	sing	for	me.”
“Like	hell	I	will.”



Vordan	smiles.	“And	 that	 is	why	 the	young	first	mate	 is	here.	Theris,	 show
Alosa	what	will	happen	each	time	she	refuses	me.”

Theris	 pulls	 out	 his	 cutlass	 and	 rakes	 it	 across	 Riden’s	 upper	 arm,	 cutting
through	his	shirt	and	sending	blood	streaming	downward.

Riden	 winces,	 but	 other	 than	 that	 he	 shows	 no	 sign	 of	 pain.	 Instead,	 he
laughs,	applying	pressure	to	the	fresh	wound.	“You’re	all	fools	if	you	think	the
princess	cares	whether	I	live	or	die.”

Theris	snorts.	“You’re	wrong,	Riden.	Alosa	lives	by	her	own	rules.	She	has	a
strong	 tendency	 toward	 vengeance.	 She	 can’t	 stand	 to	 see	 those	 who	 have
wronged	 her	 walk	 away	 unscathed.	 Draxen	 kidnapped	 her,	 he	 beat	 her,	 he
humiliated	her,	he	tried	to	take	her	body.	She	loathes	him.	Yet	he’s	alive.	Do	you
know	why?”

Riden	looks	at	me.	I	quickly	turn	my	gaze	downward.
“If	 she	didn’t	 care	about	your	pain,	 she	would	have	killed	him.	Slowly	and

agonizingly.	The	 fact	 that	 he	 lives	 proves	 there	 is	 at	 least	 one	 thing	 she	 cares
about	more	than	her	own	justice.	You.”

That’s	not	true.	I	…	I	owed	Riden.	He	let	me	keep	my	dagger	when	he	should
have	taken	it	from	me.	I	settle	my	debts.	He	helped	me	stay	safe,	so	I	didn’t	kill
his	brother.	It	was	no	more	than	that.

I’m	certain	of	it.…
Wait—my	dagger!
From	my	seated	position,	I	wrap	my	arms	around	my	ankles,	as	though	I’m

trying	to	comfort	myself.	I	pat	my	boot.
Except	for	my	foot,	it	is	empty.
“Looking	 for	 this?”	 asks	Theris,	 pulling	 the	weapon	 from	his	 belt,	where	 I

hadn’t	noticed	it	before.
I	 try	 to	 appear	 as	 though	 this	 doesn’t	 trouble	 me	 at	 all.	 In	 reality,	 I’m

outraged.	Not	only	did	Theris	take	away	my	only	hope	of	escape,	but	I’m	rather
attached	to	that	dagger.

“Here’s	how	this	is	going	to	work,”	Vordan	says,	pulling	my	attention	away



from	 Theris.	 “I	 will	 tell	 you	 what	 to	 do,	 and	 you	 will	 do	 it.	 If	 there	 is	 any
hesitation	 or	 deviance	 from	 my	 words,	 Riden	 will	 sustain	 another	 injury.
Attempt	 to	 use	 your	 abilities	 to	 escape,	 and	 we’ll	 kill	 him	 and	 bring	 you
someone	else	to	enchant.	Is	that	understood?”

I	send	Vordan	a	murderous	glare.	“When	I	get	out	of	this	cage,	the	first	thing
I’m	going	to	do	is	kill	you.”

Without	 even	 waiting	 for	 a	 signal	 from	Vordan,	 Theris	 stabs	 Riden	 in	 his
forearm.

My	eyes	widen	as	I	hold	in	a	gasp.
“I	said,	‘Is	that	understood?’”
Though	 it’s	 against	my	nature—whether	 that	be	my	human	or	 siren	one—I

swallow	my	pride.	“Yes.”
“Good.	Niffon,	Cromis—the	wax.”
Vordan’s	men	 hand	 him	 and	Theris	 two	wads	 of	 yellow-orange	wax.	Then

they	each	pull	out	a	pair	for	themselves.	Each	man	inserts	the	substance	into	his
ears.

So	clever,	Vordan.	You	think	yourself	invincible.	I	will	find	a	way	out	of	this.
I	always	do.	It’s	only	a	matter	of	 time.	But	I	wish	the	fear	penetrating	through
every	limb	in	my	body	had	the	same	confidence.

I’m	not	even	attempting	to	hide	the	fury	on	my	face	when	Vordan	points	to
the	buckets.	His	underlings	each	grab	one	of	the	thin	branches	and	stick	it	 into
their	bucket.

“Hold	out	your	hands,	Alosa,”	Vordan	says	a	little	too	loudly.
No.	I	won’t	do	 it.	 I	can’t.	 I	won’t	be	subjected	 to	 this.	Not	again.	My	mind

flashes	back	to	being	in	my	father’s	dungeon.
Manacles	 clamp	 around	 my	 wrists,	 chaining	 me	 to	 the	 wall.	 My	 ankles,

likewise,	 are	 immobilized,	 clinking	 as	 chains	 prevent	 me	 from	 stepping	 more
than	a	foot	away	from	the	stone	wall.
“Relax,”	Father	says	before	splashing	a	bucket	of	water	into	my	face.
I	choke	and	sputter	as	the	water	drips	around	me.



“Take	it	in,	Alosa.	Now,	let’s	see	how	we	can	make	you	even	more	powerful.
…”

I’m	 brought	 back	 to	 the	 present	 by	 a	 loud	 grunt.	 Riden	 has	 his	 right	 hand
clutched	around	his	arm.	Blood	squeezes	its	way	out	of	a	new	cut,	past	his	tense
fingers.

“Hold	out	your	hands!”	Vordan	demands,	this	time	shouting.
Your	memories	are	just	memories,	I	tell	myself.	Father	made	you	strong.	He

helped	 you	 learn	 everything	 you	 can	 do.	 If	 you	 survived	 the	 pirate	 king’s
pressure	 and	 scrutiny,	 you	 can	 certainly	 take	 it	 from	 any	 other	 pathetic,
mindless,	slimy	eel	of	a	man.

My	self-encouragement	passes	 through	me	 in	 less	 than	a	 second.	So	before
Theris	 can	damage	Riden	 further,	 I	 do	as	Vordan	 says.	 I	won’t	 look	at	Riden.
What	does	my	obedience	mean	for	me?	What	does	it	mean	to	Riden?

Niffon	and	Cromis	kneel	side	by	side	in	front	of	their	buckets.	Niffon	plugs
the	end	of	his	hollow	branch,	lifts	it	out	of	the	bucket,	and	hoists	it	high	into	the
air	in	front	of	me.

Vordan	has	thought	of	everything,	it	seems.
If	only	Niffon	would	lower	the	branch	an	extra	foot,	I	could	reach	it.	A	simple

underestimation	on	their	part	would	be	extremely	helpful	 to	me	right	now.	But
no.	Theris	has	seen	what	I	can	do	with	limited	resources.	He	won’t	even	allow
me	to	get	my	hands	on	a	stick.

I’m	caught	with	anticipation	and	dread	as	 I	wait	 for	what	will	happen	next.
Niffon	removes	his	thumb	from	his	end	of	the	branch.	The	ocean	water	caught
inside	now	falls	into	my	waiting	hands.

I	 let	 the	water	 slip	 through	my	 fingers	 and	 fall	 to	 the	ground,	 but	 I	 hope	 it
looks	 like	I	absorbed	some	of	 it.	 It’s	my	hope	 that	 I	can	fake	my	way	 through
this.	I	can’t	actually	replenish	my	abilities.	Not	like	this.

But	Vordan	will	have	none	of	that.	He	shakes	his	head	in	displeasure.	Theris
drags	his	sword	against	Riden’s	skin	again.	This	time	near	his	calf.

“Do	not	let	the	water	build	up	on	the	ground,”	Vordan	says.	“Take	it	all	in.”



He’s	 worried	 I’ll	 preserve	 the	 water	 until	 there’s	 enough	 for	 me	 to	 do
something	truly	dangerous	with	it.	So	long	as	Vordan	and	his	cronies	have	wax
in	their	ears,	it	doesn’t	matter	how	much	water	I	have	at	my	disposal.

But	I	don’t	point	this	out.	I	haven’t	any	time	to	waste	if	I’m	to	avoid	causing
Riden	any	more	pain.	So	when	Niffon	allows	more	water	to	drop,	I	catch	it	all
and	absorb	it	instantly.	Nothing	escapes	me,	and	my	hands	dry	immediately.

The	 change	 is	 instant.	 The	 soothing	water	 becomes	 part	 of	me.	 It	 fills	 the
emptiness	 that	 I’ve	 felt	 for	 the	 last	 couple	 of	 weeks,	 replenishing	 my	 song,
strengthening	 my	 confidence,	 easing	 my	 fear.	 I	 want	 to	 feel	 that	 comfort
everywhere	 at	 once.	 I	want	 to	 jump	 into	 the	 ocean	 and	 swim	 for	 the	 deepest,
blackest	space	so	the	comfort	will	never	leave	me.

For	a	moment,	 all	 I	 can	 think	about	 is	 the	ocean.	 I	have	no	cares	except	 to
return	to	her.	Nothing	else	matters.

“Alosa.”	It’s	Riden’s	voice	cutting	through	my	longing	thoughts.	I	try	to	rein
in	the	desires	of	the	siren.	This	is	why	I	cannot	replenish	my	song	unless	I	can
take	the	time	to	get	my	bearings.	For	using	the	ocean	to	nourish	me	opens	me	to
a	 siren’s	 instinct.	 And	 a	 siren’s	 instinct	 is	 not	 to	 care	 about	 anything	 except
herself,	her	sisters,	and	the	ocean.

This	 man	 is	 nothing	 to	 me.	What	 do	 I	 care	 if	 they	 kill	 him?	 He	 does	 not
matter.	I	matter.

“Alosa,”	Riden	repeats.
I	 narrow	my	 gaze	 in	 his	 direction,	 attempting	 to	 focus	my	 thoughts.	Don’t

become	 some	 soulless	 creature.	 You	 are	 a	 woman.	 Think	 of	 your	 crew,	 your
friends,	 your	 family.	 Remember	 the	 time	 you	 stole	 a	 ship	 and	made	 it	 yours.
Remember	how	it	feels	to	be	a	captain,	to	have	earned	the	respect	and	gratitude
of	your	crew.	Think	of	the	pride	in	your	father’s	eyes	when	you	please	him.

Think	 of	Riden.	Remember	when	 you	 had	 fun	 fighting	 him,	 sword	 against
sword?	 Remember	 the	 taunts	 and	 jabs.	 Remember	 the	 dagger.	 Remember	 his
kisses.	Think	of	Riden,	who	doesn’t	deserve	to	die	all	because	you	can’t	control
yourself!



That	does	it.	I	return	my	gaze	to	Vordan,	awaiting	instructions.
“Sing	to	him,	Alosa.	Impress	me.”
Vordan	 no	 doubt	 wants	 to	 see	 Riden	 dance	 and	 perform	 other	 ridiculous

stunts.	 Under	 other	 circumstances,	 I	 think	 it	 would	 be	 funny	 to	 make	 Riden
humiliate	himself.	But	not	now.	Not	to	satisfy	a	man	who	has	put	me	in	a	cage.
Riden	is	no	monkey,	and	I	am	no	slave.

I	look	at	Riden.	He	doesn’t	look	afraid	exactly,	just	uneasy.	“Go	ahead,”	he
finally	says.	Since	Riden	faces	me	and	the	men	have	wax	in	their	ears,	they	can’t
tell	he’s	speaking	to	me.	“We’ll	get	out	of	this	eventually.	Do	what	you	need	to
in	the	meantime.”

Vordan	 watches	 me	 carefully,	 so	 I	 don’t	 risk	 nodding	 at	 Riden.	 Instead,	 I
begin.	 I	 start	 with	 something	 simple	 and	 undetectable.	 My	 lips	 open	 ever	 so
slightly	 as	 I	 sing	 a	 soothing,	 slow	melody.	 The	 notes	 do	 not	matter.	 It	 is	 the
intention	behind	them	that	gives	the	song	power.	It’s	what	makes	Riden	do	what
I	want.	And	what	I	want	right	now	is	to	take	away	his	pain.

Instantly,	his	tense	arm	and	leg	relax,	no	longer	feeling	the	cruel	slices	or	the
deep	 gash	 near	 his	 wrist.	 Then	 I	 tear	 a	 strip	 of	 cloth	 from	 the	 bottom	 of	my
blouse	and	throw	it	at	Riden.

Vordan’s	men	 stand,	 prepared	 to	 intervene	 should	 I	 be	 attempting	 to	make
Riden	 flee	 or	 free	 me.	 I	 should	 be	 flattered	 that	 they	 think	 I	 can	 manage
something	with	naught	but	a	strip	of	cloth.

But	 it	 is	 for	Riden’s	 arm.	 I	weave	 a	 few	more	notes	 into	 the	 song,	making
Riden	tie	up	his	severest	wound	to	stanch	the	bleeding.	I	wish	I	could	heal	it	for
him,	 but	 my	 abilities	 are	 limited.	 I	 can	 only	 alter	 the	 mind,	 where	 I’ve
discovered	pain	truly	comes	from.	I	can	ease	Riden’s	suffering	temporarily,	but
nothing	more.

I	 have	only	 a	 few	notes	 left,	 so	 I	 try	 to	give	Vordan	what	he	wants.	Riden
stands	 up	 straight.	 His	 eyes	 don’t	 glaze	 over	 or	 anything.	 He	 looks	 perfectly
normal,	as	though	his	actions	are	his	own.	But	they’re	not.	He	does	nothing	more
or	 less	 than	 what	 I	 tell	 him	 through	 song.	 Riden	 moves	 through	 a	 couple	 of



combat	moves.	I	make	him	kick	and	punch	at	invisible	foes.	He	jumps	through
the	 air,	 dodging	 and	 striking	 his	 opponents.	 Finally,	 he	 sheathes	 an	 imaginary
sword.

I	 release	him	 from	my	spell	once	my	powers	are	drained.	Then	 I	 sit	on	 the
floor	of	the	cage.

Riden	blinks.	He	looks	around	in	confusion	until	he	sees	me	and	everything
comes	back	to	him.	I	did	not	take	away	his	memories	of	the	song,	so	he	knows
exactly	 what	 I	 made	 him	 do.	 He	 inhales	 a	 quick	 breath.	 The	 pain	 from	 his
injuries	comes	back	to	him.	I	cannot	keep	the	pain	away	once	I	stop	singing.	It
was	only	a	temporary	relief,	but	I	gave	him	what	I	could.	It’s	my	fault	he’s	here
in	the	first	place.

Well,	actually	it’s	Theris’s,	but	I	can’t	expect	Riden	to	see	it	that	way.
Vordan	steps	closer	to	the	cage,	peering	at	me	intently.	“Your	eyes	truly	are

the	window	to	your	soul,	Alosa,”	he	says	loudly	in	an	attempt	to	compensate	for
the	wax	in	his	ears.	“In	less	than	a	minute,	they’ve	turned	from	green	to	blue	to
green	again.	Such	a	handy	tool	to	tell	when	you	have	the	power	of	your	song	and
when	you	do	not.”

Damn.
I	hoped	they	wouldn’t	be	able	to	tell	when	I	was	out.	They’re	observing	me

too	closely.	I	won’t	have	any	secrets	left	by	the	end	of	this.
“But	 back	 to	 the	 task	 at	 hand.	 I	 think	 you	 can	 do	 better	 than	 that,	Alosa,”

Vordan	says	in	an	encouraging	voice	that	makes	me	even	sicker	to	my	stomach.
“Try	again.”	He	points	a	finger	at	the	other	pirate	in	front	of	me.

This	 time	Cromis	 stoppers	his	branch	with	his	 thumb	before	 raising	 it	 over
my	arms,	which	hang	limply	outside	the	cage.

This	 is	 an	 act.	 I	 want	 them	 to	 think	 that	 using	 my	 powers	 weakens	 me
momentarily.	Might	help	me	get	the	drop	on	them	later.

I	pull	 the	water	 into	myself	as	 it	 falls.	 I	 feel	 it	 running	 through	me,	 rushing
into	all	my	limbs.	Doubt	becomes	certainty.	Weaknesses	become	strengths.	Fear
becomes	resolve.	These	men	don’t	know	who	they’re	dealing	with.	I	am	power



and	 strength.	 I	 am	death	 and	destruction.	 I	 am	not	 someone	 to	be	 trifled	with.
They	are	beneath	my	notice.	I	shall—

“Alosa.”	Riden’s	 voice	 cuts	 through	my	 alarming	 thoughts.	Does	 he	 notice
how	 the	 siren	 tries	 to	 take	me?	Or	 is	he	merely	urging	me	along	because	he’s
scared	of	what	Theris	will	do	if	I	don’t	immediately	obey?

Whatever	the	case,	I’m	grateful	he	seems	to	have	the	ability	to	bring	me	back
to	myself.	And	quickly.

“Alosa,	 you	 don’t	 have	 to	 do	 this,”	 he	 continues.	Again,	 he’s	 turned	 away
from	Vordan	and	his	men,	so	 they	can’t	possibly	 tell	 that	Riden	 is	speaking	 to
me.	 “It’s	 all	 right.	 Ignore	 them.	 Focus	 on	 getting	 yourself	 out	 of	 this.	You’re
good	at	escaping.	So	do	it.”

I	smile	at	him	despite	the	situation.
“Each	 time	 I	 escaped,	 it	 was	 because	 I	 planned	 ahead.	 I	 didn’t	 plan	 this

capture.”	I	hope	Vordan	will	assume	my	moving	mouth	is	the	beginning	of	my
song.	To	keep	the	illusion,	I	blur	the	last	word	into	a	note	and	start	a	new	song.

To	me,	 the	melody	sounds	fast-paced,	exciting,	 thrilling.	 It	always	seems	to
match	my	intention.	For	this	time,	I	run	Riden	through	an	impressive	display	of
flexibility	and	dexterity.	I	make	him	do	somersaults	in	the	air.	He	runs	up	trees
and	flips	off	of	 them	backward.	 I	make	him	run	faster	 than	should	be	possible
with	his	injuries.	He	performs	stunts	I’m	sure	he	can’t	do	on	his	own,	for	as	long
as	I	know	how	to	do	them,	he	will	be	able	to	as	well.

When	I	drain	myself	of	notes,	I	sink	to	the	bottom	of	the	cage	once	more.
Vordan	takes	the	wax	out	of	his	ears.	His	men,	taking	his	lead,	do	the	same.
“Much	better,	Alosa.”	Vordan	now	has	a	piece	of	parchment	and	a	 stick	of

charcoal	in	his	hands.	It	doesn’t	matter	that	the	wax	is	gone	now;	my	abilities	are
gone,	too.

“Let’s	 start	 breaking	 down	 the	 extent	 of	 your	 abilities.”	 Vordan	 begins
writing	 with	 his	 charcoal.	 “If	 I’m	 not	 mistaken,	 you	 essentially	 have	 three
abilities.	The	first	is	your	song.	You	can	enchant	men	to	do	essentially	anything,
so	 long	 as	 it	 doesn’t	 defy	 the	 laws	 of	 nature.	 For	 instance,	 you	 cannot	 make



Riden	fly.	How	many	men	can	you	enchant	at	a	time,	Alosa?”
I	hesitate.	Should	I	lie	or	tell	the	truth?
Riden	gasps	in	front	of	me.	Theris	pulls	back	a	bloody	sword.
“Three!”	I	shout.	“For	stars’	sake,	let	me	think	a	moment,	would	you?”
“There’s	nothing	 to	 think	 about.	Answer,	 and	no	harm	will	 come	 to	Riden.

Now,	you	replenish	your	song	with	water	from	the	ocean.	And	the	ocean	water
only	 goes	 so	 far.	 You	 couldn’t	 make	 Riden	 do	 very	 much	 with	 the	 amount
Cromis	gave	you.	I’m	sure	the	complexity	of	the	instruction	will	determine	how
much	water	is	necessary.”

And	each	man’s	mind	is	different.	That	affects	 the	amount,	 too,	but	I’m	not
going	to	bother	mentioning	that.	Riden’s	mind	is	much	more	steadfast	and	firm
than	I’m	used	 to	seeing.	Enchanting	him	 takes	more	out	of	me	 than	most	men
would	normally.

After	 a	moment’s	pause,	Vordan	 looks	over	his	notes.	 “Splendid.	Now,	 the
power	of	your	song	affects	 the	mind.	But	 to	what	extent?	Theris	has	seen	you
make	men	forget.	When	you	enchanted	poor	Riden	here	the	first	time,	he	didn’t
remember	the	experience.	Theris	has	also	seen	you	put	Riden	to	sleep.	I’m	sure
you	could	 easily	make	 a	man	kill	 himself.	But	 could	you	give	him	a	different
reality?”

“Yes,”	I	say	quickly,	not	wanting	to	risk	any	hesitation.
“Show	me.”	He	 puts	 the	wax	 back	 in	 his	 ears.	His	men	 follow	 suit,	 and	 a

fresh	flow	of	water	is	lowered	down	to	me.
I	look	to	Riden	as	I	take	it	in.	For	some	reason,	looking	at	him	allows	me	to

keep	 a	 clear	 head	 as	 I	 feel	 the	water’s	 strength	 flow	 into	me,	 something	 I’ve
never	experienced	before	when	replenishing	my	abilities.

“I	hate	playing	the	puppet,”	I	say.	“Do	you	have	any	ideas?”
“If	anyone’s	the	puppet,	it’s	me,”	he	says	agitatedly.	“You’re	the	puppeteer.”
I	look	at	him	in	annoyance.
“I’m	working	on	one,”	he	says	 to	answer	my	question.	“Keep	 taking	orders

until	I	can	get	it	all	sorted	out.”



I	don’t	allow	myself	to	hope	as	I	start	singing,	closing	my	eyes	and	picturing
what	 I	 want	 Riden	 to	 see.	 I	 imagine	 a	 magical	 world	 full	 of	 new	 colors	 and
sounds.	Butterflies	with	brightly	lit	wings	flutter	around	me.	Shooting	stars	pelt
across	 the	 purple	 sky	 overhead	 in	 rapid	 succession.	 A	 nearby	 body	 of	 water
sends	 sprays	 of	 droplets	 flying	 into	 the	 air	 at	 impossible	 heights.	 Birds	 larger
than	whales	soar	overhead,	featuring	feathers	in	reds	and	blues.	I	put	together	the
first	random	elements	that	come	to	me,	adding	more	and	more	details	until	I’m
satisfied.	Then	I	open	my	eyes.

Riden	bears	a	look	of	sheer	wonder	and	astonishment.	He	reaches	out	in	front
of	himself	as	if	to	touch	the	invisible	creatures	I’ve	placed	in	front	of	him.

“Beautiful,”	he	says.
“Alosa,”	Vordan	says.	“Project	that	image	onto	Theris	as	well.”
I	see	now	that	Theris	has	handed	his	pistol	 to	Vordan.	He	removes	the	wax

from	 his	 ears	 and	 places	 it	 into	 his	 pocket.	 I	 quickly	 expand	 the	 song	 to
encompass	him	also,	relieved	now	that	Theris	is	unable	to	hurt	Riden.	He,	too,	is
soon	amazed	by	everything	around	him.	He	spins,	trying	to	see	every	bit	of	the
magical	world	I’m	showing	him.

My	mind	reels	as	I	try	to	think	of	something	I	could	do	now	that	I	have	one	of
Vordan’s	men	under	my	 influence.

All	 I	 need	 now	 is	 to	wait	 out	 the	 rest	 of	 the	 day.	 Possibly	 the	 night,	 too.	 I
don’t	know	how	long	it	will	take.

“Niridia,”	 I	 say.	 No	matter	 where	 I	 am	 on	 the	 ship,	 my	 first	 mate	 always
manages	to	hear	me.	I	swear	I	could	whisper	to	her	from	down	below	and	she’d
hear	me	from	the	crow’s	nest.	It’s	a	fantastic	ability	of	her	own.

“Aye,	Captain?”	she	asks,	materializing	in	front	of	me.
“How	many	dead	in	the	skirmish?”
“Don’t	beat	yourself	up	over	it.	When	there	is	fighting	to	be	done,	good	men

and	women	will	be	lost.	And	there’s	not	one	on	this	ship	who	isn’t	willing	to	die
for	you.”

“How	many?”	I	repeat.
“Two.”
“Who?”
“Zimah	and	Mim.”
I	 close	my	 eyes	 and	 picture	 their	 faces	 in	my	mind.	Zimah	was	 one	 of	 the

three	who	volunteered	to	come	with	me	on	the	journey	to	get	myself	kidnapped
by	 Draxen.	 She	 was	 a	 great	 tracker	 and	 a	 fine	 conversationalist.	 She	 had	 all
kinds	 of	 stories	 to	 share	 about	 the	 places	 she’d	 been.	 I	 loved	 listening	 to	 her.
Mim	had	a	good	pair	of	hands	on	her.	Always	willing	to	do	what	I	asked,	glad
no	matter	what	it	was.	A	mighty	fine	pirate.	I	shall	miss	them	both	dearly.	I	hate
to	think	it	was	because	I	called	for	help	that	the	two	of	them	died.	I	realize	every
man	and	woman	knows	what	they	sign	up	for	when	they	join	the	crew,	but	still.	I
hate	the	constant	losses	that	come	with	pirating.

“We	will	light	candles	for	them	tonight,”	I	say.
“Already	sent	the	order	to	Roslyn.”
“Good.”	As	captain,	I	have	to	push	aside	losses	and	focus	on	what’s	best	for

the	crew.	I	hate	that	part,	too.	“We’ll	need	a	new	navigator.	Someone	who	can
track	and	knows	the	lands	and	waters	well.”

Niridia	nods.
A	crazy	thought	comes	to	me.	“I	know	just	the	man.”
“Man?”	Niridia	asks.	“Didn’t	you	swear	after	Ralin	that	you’d	never	take	on

another	man	for	the	crew	so	long	as	we	already	had	one?”



“Oh,	don’t	remind	me	about	Ralin.	Couldn’t	keep	his	hands	off	the	crew,	that
one.	Despicable	creature.”

“He	was	a	bit	more	bearable	once	you	cut	them	off.”
“Yes,	 shame	he	decided	 to	 leave	our	employ	after	 that.	Can’t	 imagine	what

that	was	about.”
Niridia	smiles.	“Some	men	don’t	have	the	stomach	for	being	pirates.”
“This	 one,	 if	 he’s	 willing,	 should	 be	 well	 cut	 out	 for	 the	 job.	 He’s	 more

interested	in	his	drink	than	in	the	girls.	And	he’s	so	slow,	he	wouldn’t	be	able	to
catch	any	of	the	women.”

“Sounds	like	a	fine	specimen.	How	could	we	turn	down	such	an	able-bodied
man?”

I	laugh.	“I	missed	you,	Niridia.”
“Missed	you,	too,	Captain.”
“I	 need	 to	 go	 belowdecks,	 but	 I	 should	 be	 back	 shortly.	Get	 us	 going,	will

you?	I	want	to	get	to	the	checkpoint	as	quickly	as	possible.”
“Of	course.”
It	doesn’t	seem	right	 that	 the	first	place	I	should	go	once	boarding	my	own

ship,	the	Ava-lee,	is	the	brig.	I’ve	spent	so	much	time	in	cages,	cells,	and	other
forms	of	entrapment	over	 the	last	month.	It’s	hardly	the	sight	I	want	 to	be	met
with	now.

But	there	is	lots	to	do,	and	why	waste	time?
Besides,	Draxen’s	in	my	brig,	and	I	want	to	gloat.
I	 tread	belowdecks.	The	sound	of	my	feet	pounding	on	 the	wooden	steps	 is

much	 sweeter	 than	 when	 Riden	 was	 dragging	 me	 belowdecks	 on	 the	 Night
Farer.	Freedom	is	a	sound	unlike	any	other.	And	my	ship	is	so	much	prettier.	I
doubt	I	could	find	its	likeness	anywhere.

The	cells	are	all	full.	I	like	to	keep	the	prisoners	as	separated	as	possible.	Less
chance	of	escaping	that	way.	As	it	is,	some	have	to	share,	two	men	to	a	cell.	Not
Draxen,	though.	He’s	the	one	to	be	especially	wary	of.	He’s	all	the	way	down	on
the	end	by	himself.



I	 probably	 kept	 more	 of	 Draxen’s	 crew	 than	 I	 should	 have.	 There	 will	 be
plenty	of	opportunities	for	getting	rid	of	them.	Ideally,	before	Trianne	runs	out
of	food	to	make	in	the	kitchen.	Men	are	more	expensive	to	feed.

Wallov	 and	 Deros	 stand	 to	 attention	 once	 I	 enter	 the	 brig.	 Draxen	 looks
pointedly	away	from	me.

“Why	so	sullen,	Draxen?”	I	ask.	“You	got	the	best	cell.”
He	ignores	me.	I	smile	as	I	look	to	my	men.
“Good	to	see	you,	Captain,”	Wallov	says.	“Roslyn’s	been	asking	after	you	for

quite	some	time.”
“How	is	she	coming	with	her	letters?”
“Quite	well.	Likes	to	read	everything	in	sight.”
“Glad	to	hear	it.	It’s	good	to	see	you	both	again.	Sadly,	I	must	cut	the	chatting

short.	We	will	have	plenty	of	time	to	celebrate	finding	the	map	and	to	catch	up
later	 tonight.	 Right	 now,	 would	 you	 kindly	 bring	 me	 out	 that	 one?”	 I	 ask,
pointing	at	a	cell	in	the	middle.

“The	large	one,	Captain?”
“Aye.”
“Sure	thing.”
They	both	enter	the	cell,	Deros	standing	near	the	door	while	Wallov	goes	in

all	 the	way.	There	are	 two	pirates	 in	 this	 cell.	The	younger	one	 stands	up	and
tries	 to	 give	Wallov	 some	 trouble,	 but	Wallov	 shoves	 him	 backward,	 sending
him	to	the	ground	and	leaving	a	free	trail	to	Kearan.

Kearan’s	 slumped	 on	 the	 floor,	 but	 he	 stands	 quickly.	 “No	 need	 for	 force,
mate.	I’ve	got	no	reason	not	to	come	willingly.”

Wallov	lets	him	walk	back	on	his	own,	but	he	keeps	an	eye	on	Kearan.	He’s
got	strong	arms	and	sharp	eyes,	that	Wallov.

Deros	locks	the	cell	back	up	while	Wallov	brings	Kearan	to	me.	I’m	standing
back	over	by	the	entryway	to	the	brig.	No	need	for	all	 the	pirates	to	hear	what
I’m	about	to	offer	him.	Might	give	them	all	the	wrong	idea.	For	Kearan	is	one	of
only	two	men	I	intend	to	recruit.

“One	 of	my	 good	women	 died	 in	 the	 skirmish.	A	 spot’s	 opened	 up	 on	my

crew.	I	could	use	a	navigator	like	yourself.	Are	you	interested?”
“It’s	been	only	a	month	since	you	tried	to	kill	me.	Now	you	want	to	hire	me?”

He	doesn’t	look	confused	or	scared	or	even	grateful.	Just	bored.
“I	know.	I’m	questioning	it	myself.”
“What’ll	happen	if	I	say	no?”
“You’ll	 stay	 down	 here	 until	 I	 either	 kill	 you	 or	 …	 well,	 killing	 you	 is

probably	the	only	option.”	I	don’t	want	to	tell	him	I’d	let	him	go.	He	can’t	think
he	 has	 too	many	 options.	 Besides,	 once	 he	 spends	 some	 time	 on	my	 ship,	 he
won’t	regret	the	decision.

“With	such	gracious	options	like	those,	how	can	I	choose?”
I	 cross	my	 arms.	 “I	 think	 I’m	 being	more	 than	 fair.	 You’re	 lazy,	 and	 you

wouldn’t	need	to	contribute	all	that	often.”
“In	the	meantime,	will	I	stay	down	here?”
“No,	you’ll	be	on	probation,	free	to	roam	the	ship	with	a	guard	trailing	you.

Once	I	feel	I	can	trust	you,	I’ll	remove	that.”
Kearan	scratches	at	the	stubble	on	his	face,	thinking	it	over.
I	add,	“We	have	a	rather	large	rum	storage.”
“I’ll	do	it.”
“I	thought	you	might	say	that.	Now,	report	up	top.	Go	introduce	yourself	to

the	helmsman.”
“Aye.”	He	starts	to	leave.
“Kearan.”	I	stop	him.
“Yes?”
“You	will	address	me	as	‘Captain’	from	now	on.”
He	 looks	 down	 at	 the	 floor	 for	 a	moment,	 as	 though	 this	might	 change	 his

mind.	Finally,	he	says,	“Aye,	Captain.”



“Good.”
He	 leaves,	 and	 I	 grab	Wallov’s	 attention	 again.	 “Now	 I	 need	 that	 one.	The

man	with	the	pearls.”
Enwen	is	the	only	one	in	the	cell.	He	comes	strolling	out	as	soon	as	it	opens.
“Miss	Alosa,”	he	says.	“I	see	the	bracelet	brought	you	luck	after	all.”
“What?”
He	 points	 to	my	 foot.	 I	 forgot	 completely	 that	 he’d	 tied	 his	 “siren	 charm”

there.	 “Got	 you	 your	 freedom,	 didn’t	 it?	 And	 I	 know	 my	 pearls	 still	 work
because	I’m	here	safe	and	sound	on	your	ship.	Are	yeh	a	believer	yet?”

“I’m	afraid	I	don’t	believe	in	luck.	Just	skill.”
“Sometimes	I	think	they’re	the	same	thing.”
I’m	not	sure	what	he	means	by	that,	but	I	don’t	really	care	at	the	moment.	“It

so	happens	I	could	use	a	good	thief.	Would	you	be	willing	to	join	my	crew?”
He	smiles.	“Course.	Don’t	care	much	where	I	sail,	so	long	as	there	is	plenty

of	coin	to	be	found.”
“Don’t	worry.	 I	promise	 that	where	we’re	going,	 there	will	be	more	money

than	you	can	even	fathom.”
Enwen	licks	his	lips.	“In	that	case,	I	promise	to	be	the	best	thief	you’ve	ever

seen.”
“Good.	Report	up	top,	then.”
“Aye-aye.”
As	he	disappears	above	deck,	I	realize	I	should	have	mentioned	that	he	leave

the	thieving	for	when	he’s	off	the	ship.	Best	not	forget	next	time	I	see	him.
I	 survey	 the	 remaining	 prisoners	 before	 speaking	 up.	 “The	 rest	 of	 you	will

remain	here	until	I	decide	what	to	do	with	you.	You	needn’t	fear	for	your	lives
unless	you	try	to	escape.”	I	 look	at	Draxen	during	the	last	bit.	“Then	you	have
great	need	to	worry.”

Draxen	stands.	“What	of	my	brother?”
“My	best	healer	is	seeing	to	his	wounds.”
“If	anything	happens	to	him,	I’ll	kill	you.”



“Draxen,	empty	threats	are	useless.	Your	brother	is	in	my	care,	and	whatever
I	decide	to	do	with	him	will	be	done.	There	is	nothing	you	can	do	to	change	it.
Understand?”

I	may	 have	made	 it	 sound	 a	 bit	worse	 than	 it	 is,	 but	 I	 don’t	 care.	After	 so
much	time	spent	near	Draxen,	he	should	be	glad	I’m	letting	him	keep	his	life.

I	start	for	the	surface,	following	after	the	two	new	members	of	my	crew.
Though	the	pain	of	our	loss	is	great,	I	think	Kearan	and	Enwen	will	be	nice

additions.	 I	 have	 plenty	 of	 good	 fighters	 on	 the	 ship,	 but	 skilled	 thieves	 and
navigators	are	hard	to	come	by.

I	breach	 the	 top	and	am	greeted	by	 the	bright	sun.	 It	 is	a	 fine	day	with	few
clouds	 in	 the	 sky.	The	wind	blows	my	hair	over	my	shoulders.	 It’s	perfect	 for
sailing.

I	stop	short	when	I	find	Kearan	frozen	in	place,	facing	the	stern.
“Kearan?”	I	ask,	poking	him	in	the	back.	He	doesn’t	move.
I	 swivel	 around	 so	 I	 can	 look	 at	 his	 face.	He’s	 staring	 at	 something	 ahead.

Attempting	to	follow	his	gaze,	I	can	only	guess	he’s	looking	at	the	aftercastle.
“Kearan?”	I	try	again.
He	 opens	 his	 mouth,	 closes	 it	 again	 to	 swallow,	 and	 tries	 again.	 “Who	 is

that?”
Oh,	he’s	 looking	at	 a	person.	 I	 take	 another	 look.	 “Niridia?	That’s	my	 first

mate	at	the	helm.”
He	shakes	his	head.	“Not	her.	The	dark	beauty	in	the	shadows.”
I	look	again.	I	hadn’t	even	noticed	Sorinda	hiding	in	the	shadow	cast	by	the

end	sail.	“That’s	Sorinda.”
He	doesn’t	look	away.	As	far	as	I	can	tell,	he	hasn’t	blinked.	“And	what	is	her

job	on	the	ship?”
I	smile.	“She’s	my	assassin.”
“I	want	her	to	be	the	one	to	supervise	me.”
“What?”
“You	said	I	was	on	probation	and	I	would	be	supervised	for	a	time.	I	want	it



to	be	her.”
I	have	never	heard	Kearan	talk	so	clearly.	His	words	are	usually	accompanied

by	the	slur	that	comes	with	constant	drunkenness.
“Did	you	hear	the	part	where	I	said	she’s	my	assassin?	Don’t	mess	with	her.

She’ll	kill	you	before	you	have	time	to	blink.”
“Then	it	shouldn’t	be	a	problem.	She	can	make	sure	I	don’t	step	out	of	line.”
Not	twenty	minutes	ago,	I	assured	Niridia	that	Kearan	was	more	interested	in

his	drink	than	in	the	girls.	It	appears	I	spoke	too	soon.
But	to	be	honest,	I’m	dying	to	see	how	this	turns	out.
“Sorinda!”	I	shout.
She	doesn’t	move	her	stance,	but	I	see	her	eyes	shift	toward	me.
“Come	down	here.”	I	wave	her	over.
Like	 a	 cat,	 she	 slinks	 out	 of	 the	 shadows.	 Rather	 than	 taking	 the

companionway,	she	leaps	over	the	railing	and	lands	without	making	a	sound.
She	 is,	 as	 Kearan	 described,	 a	 dark	 beauty.	 Long	 black	 hair.	 Thin	 with

elegantly	 pointed	 features.	 Though	 she’s	 constantly	 trying	 to	 hide,	 when	 she
comes	 into	 the	 light,	 there	 are	 few	who	 stand	 out	more.	Niridia	 is	 an	 obvious
beauty	with	features	that	almost	look	painted.	Sorinda	is	like	something	forged
out	of	nature.	One	of	the	beauties	that	only	comes	out	at	night.

She	doesn’t	answer	once	she	reaches	us.	She	simply	waits	for	me	to	speak.
Kearan	stares	at	her	openly.	Sorinda	pretends	not	to	notice.
“This	is	Kearan.	He’s	joined	our	crew.	Going	to	be	our	new	navigator.	Right

now	he’s	on	probation.	Will	you	keep	an	eye	on	him	for	me?”
“I	always	have	an	eye	on	everyone.”
I	smile.	“I	know,	but	this	one	is	officially	your	responsibility.”
She	 sizes	 up	 Kearan.	 Her	 expression	 never	 changes	 much.	 It’s	 always

impossible	to	tell	what	she’s	feeling.	But	now	her	lips	curve	downward	slightly.
Kearan	may	be	large	and	ugly,	but	there’s	no	denying	he’s	good	at	what	he	does
—so	long	as	he	is	properly	motivated	to	do	it.

“Very	well,”	she	says	at	last.



“Good.	Now	if	you’ll	excuse	me,	I	have	one	more	prisoner	to	see.”
Though	Draxen’s	ship	is	bigger	than	mine,	I’ve	opted	for	more	rooms	up	top

rather	 than	 larger	captain’s	quarters	 for	myself.	Since	 I	actually	care	about	my
crew,	I’ve	had	a	room	fashioned	for	treating	injuries.

This	is	the	one	I	start	for.
On	my	way,	I	spot	Enwen	at	 the	port	side	railing,	surveying	the	crew.	He’s

less	of	a	concern	to	me	than	Kearan.	I’ll	have	someone	keep	an	eye	on	him,	but
that	can	be	sorted	out	later.

Mandsy	leans	over	the	cushioned	table	in	the	room,	where	Riden	lies	on	his
back,	asleep.	His	breeches	have	been	sheared	at	the	thighs	to	allow	easy	access
to	the	pistol	wounds.	The	room	smells	of	ointments	and	blood.

“How	is	he?”	I	ask.
“Things	are	looking	really	good,	Captain.	The	ball	has	already	been	removed

from	his	 thigh.	The	 shot	 at	his	 calf	went	 clean	 through.	 I	bandaged	him	up	as
best	I	could,	including	the	lighter	cuts	and	stabs	on	his	arms.”

Something	inside	me	relaxes,	and	breathing	comes	more	easily.	“Good.	Has
he	been	conscious	at	all?”

“Yes.	He	woke	up	once	and	looked	at	me	funny.”
“Did	he	say	anything?”
“He	 said,	 ‘You	don’t	 have	 red	hair.’	Then	he	 fell	 back	 asleep.”	She	 smiles

knowingly.	“He	was	awfully	disappointed	I	wasn’t	you,	Captain.”
“Nonsense.	There	are	plenty	of	redheaded	women.”
“If	you	say	so.”
“Alosa?”	The	voice	is	faint	and	unsteady.
“Riden.”	I	step	up	to	the	head	of	the	table	so	I’m	in	his	line	of	vision.
“I’ll	just	leave	you	two	for	a	moment,”	Mandsy	says.
“Yes,	thank	you,	Mands.”
She	closes	the	door	behind	her.
His	face	is	pale,	but	his	chest	still	rises	and	falls,	filling	with	air	then	releasing

it.	I	never	truly	appreciated	that	motion	until	now.	His	arms	and	legs	are	covered



in	bandages.	There’s	barely	more	skin	than	white	strips	of	cloth.
“How	do	you	feel?”	I	ask.
“Like	I	got	shot.	Twice.”
“If	you	weren’t	so	injured	already,	I’d	beat	you	for	what	you	did	back	there.”
“Freeing	us?”
I	shake	my	head.	“No,	you	idiot.	Getting	yourself	shot!	Twice!”
“Pain	goes	away	eventually,”	he	says.	“Death	is	permanent.”
“You’re	awfully	lucid	for	a	man	who	was	shot.”
He	smiles	before	his	face	turns	to	seriousness.	“I’m	sorry	for	what	those	men

did	to	you.	I	can’t	possibly	know	how	awful	it	was	for	you,	but	I	imagine	it	was
horrific.”

I	look	at	him	incredulously.
“What?”
“Do	you	see	me?”	I	ask.
“Yes.	What—”
“I’m	standing.	I	have	no	injuries.	No	gunshot	wounds,	and	you	think	I	had	a

horrific	time?	I’m	fine.”	Although	I’m	furious	that	Theris—the	real	Vordan—is
still	alive.

“How	is	my	brother?”	Riden	asks.
“He’s	in	my	brig.”
“Alive?”
“Yes,	alive!	You	think	I	want	a	corpse	stinking	up	the	place?”
“Thank	you,	Alosa.”
I	wave	him	off	like	it’s	nothing.	“I	trust	you	find	your	own	accommodations

satisfying?”	I	ask	when	the	silence	becomes	too	long.
“I’m	on	a	table.”
“Yes,	but	it’s	the	only	thing	in	the	room	aside	from	Mandsy’s	case	of	healing

supplies.	Not	a	mess	in	sight.	There’s	nothing	for	you	to	obsess	over.”
He	laughs.	When	he’s	done,	he	asks,	“What	happens	now?”
“Honestly,	I	don’t	know.	My	father	and	I	have	some	planning	to	do.	The	men



from	your	crew	who	are	still	alive,	I’ll	drop	off	at	some	port.	I	can’t	let	Draxen
go	free.	He	clearly	won’t	let	his	defeat	go,	so	he’ll	remain	my	prisoner	for	now.
But	no	harm	will	come	to	him	or	you	if	I	can	help	it.”

He	 locks	 eyes	 with	 me.	 His	 expression	 is	 so	 grateful,	 so	 relieved—you’d
think	I’d	made	him	king	of	his	own	island.

“You	saved	my	life,	Riden.	I’m	simply	returning	the	favor.”
“Is	that	really	all	it	is?”
“Yes.”
He	 takes	 a	 deep	 breath.	 “When	we	were	 on	 that	 island,	 I	 learned	 so	much

about	you.	 I	 accused	you	before	of	 enchanting	me,	of	 toying	with	my	mind.	 I
know	now	what	it	really	feels	like	to	be	under	your	control.	I	realized	you	were
being	honest	with	me	before,	and	that	what	I	think—what	I	feel—has	nothing	to
do	with	your	abilities,	but	everything	to	do	with	you.”

“Riden,”	I	say,	stopping	him.
“Yes?”
“You’ve	 lost	 a	 lot	 of	 blood,	 and	 I’m	pretty	 sure	 you	were	 dead	 for	 a	 time.

Maybe	you	should	 take	 some	 time	 to	 reclaim	your	 strength—and	your	head—
before	you	say	or	do	anything	mad.”

“Like	get	shot	twice?”	he	asks,	relieving	the	tension	in	the	room.
I	laugh.	“Yes,	like	that.”
“Fine,	but	since	I	know	so	much	about	what	you’re	capable	of,	would	it	hurt

if	I	asked	you	a	question?”
“You	may	ask.”	Doesn’t	mean	I’ll	answer.
“What’s	 so	 special	 about	 your	 birth?	 How	 did	 you	 come	 to	 possess	 the

powers	 of	 sirens	 without	 fully	 becoming	 one?	 You	 said	 you’d	 tell	 me	 in
exchange	for	 the	map.	Though	I	didn’t	offer	 it	 to	you	freely,	you	have	 it	now,
and	I’d	still	like	to	know.”

Riden	does	know	so	much	about	me.	He	witnessed	firsthand	all	the	horrible
things	I	could	do	to	him	if	I	wanted.	Yet	he	still	talks	to	me	as	though	we’re	…
friends,	 almost.	 I	 don’t	 mind	 if	 he	 knows	 more.	 It’s	 remarkable	 that	 he’s



accepting	me	as	it	is.	Not	that	I	should	care	whether	he	does	or	doesn’t.
“My	 father	 followed	 his	 section	 of	 the	map	 almost	 nineteen	 years	 ago.	He

wanted	to	see	how	far	he	could	get	with	what	he	had.	He	and	two	ships	from	his
fleet	came	across	an	 island	 that	had	never	been	charted	by	any	cartographer	 in
Maneria,	save	the	one	who	made	the	map	to	the	Isla	de	Canta	long	ago.”	I	know
this	 story	 by	 heart.	 When	 I	 was	 little,	 I	 asked	 my	 father	 to	 tell	 it	 to	 me
repeatedly.	Now	that	I’m	older,	I	realize	it’s	a	bit	inappropriate	for	a	young	girl.
But	my	father	has	always	treated	me	as	though	I’m	older	than	I	really	am.

“What	was	the	island?”	Riden	asks.
“We	do	not	know	its	name.	Only	that	it	 is	located	on	the	way	to	the	Isla	de

Canta.	But	its	name	is	not	important.	What’s	important	is	what	they	found	when
they	reached	it.”

“What	did	they	find?”
“A	 lagoon.	A	 lagoon	where	beautiful	women	bathed	 in	 the	water.	Thinking

that	they’d	go	and	have	some	fun,	several	men	jumped	overboard,	including	my
father.	But	instead	of	the	women	fleeing,	screaming	to	get	away,	it	was	the	men
who	shrieked	until	their	heads	disappeared	below	the	water’s	surface.”

“But	your	father	survived.	How?”
I	smile,	remembering	when	he	told	me	the	story	of	how	he	and	Draxen	took

control	of	the	Night	Farer.	“Don’t	interrupt.	I’m	getting	there.”

“The	siren	is	a	strong	creature.	Stronger	than	any	single	man.	When	she	finds

her	 prey,	 she	 grips	 him	 by	 the	 shoulders	 and	 forces	 him	 down	 to	 the	 ocean’s
bottom,	where	she	has	her	way	with	him.”

Riden	swallows.	“How	romantic.”
I	cock	my	head.	“Would	you	say	it	is	any	more	terrible	than	the	intentions	of

the	men	who	started	for	them	in	the	first	place?”
Riden	is	silent	at	that.
I	continue.	“A	man	will	struggle	and	fight	to	save	his	life,	but	the	siren	will

always	win.	And	those	sirens	who	conceive	while	underwater	will	give	birth	to



siren	children.	Always	girls,	of	course.	Because	sirens	are	always	female.
“My	father	was	grabbed	by	the	most	beautiful	of	them	all.	Their	queen,	even,

he	claims.	She,	like	the	others,	pulled	him	down	to	the	ocean’s	floor.”
“And?”
“My	father	struggled	at	first.	He	fought	with	all	his	might,	but	it	was	useless.

He	knew	he	was	going	to	die.	And	so,	instead	of	struggling	until	the	lack	of	air
became	too	much	for	him,	he	decided	he	would	become	a	partner	 in	what	was
happening.”

“You	mean—”
“Instead	of	fighting,	he	returned	her	embraces	and	kisses.	And	for	whatever

reason,	this	saved	his	life.	Because	she	brought	him	back	to	the	surface.	All	the
way	back	up	onto	land.	For	a	child	who	is	conceived	by	a	siren	on	land	will	be
more	human	than	not.”

“Stars,”	Riden	says,	all	other	words	leaving	him.
“My	 father,	 and	 those	who	 stayed	 aboard	 the	 ships,	 left	 the	 island,	 having

gone	as	far	as	they	possibly	could	without	the	other	two-thirds	of	the	map,	and
sailed	home.	They	were	permitted	to	leave	due	to	my	father’s	encounter	with	the
siren	 queen.	 She	 allowed	 them	 to	 keep	 their	 lives	 instead	 of	 sending	 all	 her
subjects	to	finish	them	off.

“My	father	has	returned	to	that	island	many	times	since	then.	But	he’s	never
seen	another	siren.”

Riden	doesn’t	say	anything	more.	He’s	too	lost	in	thought,	trying	to	take	it	all
in.	 Eventually,	 his	 eyes	 close,	 and	 I	 assume	 he’s	 asleep.	 I	 stare	 at	 his	 closed
eyelids.	His	 deep,	 even	 breaths.	His	 full	 lips.	He’s	 a	 strange	man.	 Strange	 for
having	saved	me.	Strange	for	fighting	so	hard	to	save	his	awful	brother.	Strange
for	not	fighting	for	what	he	wants—whatever	that	may	be.

I	suppose	I	will	have	plenty	of	time	to	better	figure	him	out	in	the	future.
There’s	still	one-third	of	a	map	that	needs	finding.
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
